CORRESPONDENCE:


We received a letter from Gene Evans regarding some rocks and problems with debris at the pagoda requesting that we take a look at it and see what we can do in order to clear it out.  Sue said she would look at it.

QUESTIONS:


Betty McGarrigan, 1643 Lakeview Dr, asked when the lake would be drained to which Sue replied the draw down is suppose to happen on September 5th.  Signs will be posted around the lake to please stay away from the lake.  We most likely will put a notice in the paper and perhaps it could be posted on the Association website.

A discussion ensued about a smell being noticed at the dam.  Bryon from Entech will take a look at it.


Rick Johnson, 1289 Lakeview Dr, said last month we said we would revisit the sewer hookup cost with Aqua to actually determine what it would cost.  He owns property and would like to build a house and would like to apply for a permit but doesn’t know what to do.  Carter replied that we have a meeting scheduled with Aqua this coming Monday to discuss the process needed.  There hasn’t really been a process put in place as to what steps to follow.

A discussion ensued about the $4500 hook up fee as to where it will go and how it will be used and also what costs the $11300 new hook up fee covers. (construction, grinder pump etc.) 

Bryon Killian explained how the average cost of $11300 was determined.  He also explained how the Penn Vest Loan applied to the sewer project.


John Stozenski, has a house next to Tom Perrones on the lakefront.  Himself, Mrs. Bahrt and Irv Carter are disgusted with the situation of the parking lot at Tom Perrones property.  Three of the vehicles are licensed, 3 are inoperable and the others he’s not sure.  This has been going on for a couple of years now.  He has spoken with Tom and has gotten nowhere.  The last time he was told that its my property and he’ll do what he wants, and if you don’t like it that’s tough. Mr. Stozenski feels it’s a parking lot.  Last month council passed ordinance #2 which will help to get him to vacate the cars, and its important.  Today when I was coming to the meeting there was a truck parked in the street.  About two weeks ago there were 2 cars parked in the street and a little guy on a bicycle was trying to go around them and almost got hit by an oncoming car.  Someone is going to get hurt and doesn’t know whether it will be Perrones responsibility or ours for not doing something about it.  You can’t have him park in the street.

Dan George said the he will serve a written notice to Mr. Perrone about the vehicles.  He wouldn’t do it prior to having the written ordinance in front of him.  Discussion followed regarding operable and licensed vehicles being parked on ones property.  A discussion ensued about the hole being dug on Mr. Perrones property for a pool.  Sue continued that Mr. Perrone met with Dan today and they were going to take care of the situation with the cars.  He obtained a permit for the pool as well.  Mr. Stozenski asked for a copy of the zoning book and ordinance on the vehicles.


Harold Cadwallader, 1637 Lakeview Dr, asked it arrangements were made with the Fire Dept in case of a fire when the lake will be drained.  Sue will notify the fire dept of the lake drainage.


Betty McGarrigan wanted to bring to the Boroughs attention about some water drainage issues around the lake.


Rick Johnson asked Bryon to clarify the hook up process of the sewer drainage.  


Jack Basler asked if it would be possible to get a breakdown on the costs of the new sewer hook up.  Bryon said he has a breakdown available for review if he wants to look at it on how the amount was calculated.


Harold Cadwallader feels that there should be a sign with rules and regulations of what is happening in the Borough for all of the residents that aren’t here all the time.  He feels that would be beneficial because then they would know what they can or can’t do.  Sue replied that it’s the responsibility of anybody that lives anywhere to know that the rules are of the community they live in.  Sue says she doesn’t read the bulletin board, that is just something she doesn’t do so she feels that the bulletin board might not be a good thing. Yet there are others that read the board routinely.  Sue agrees that it is a good thing to inform newcomers of the rules and regulations but just because they are aware of them and know them doesn’t mean they will follow them. Discussion followed.


Discussion ensued about the Borough having a website.  The PLA has a very big and good website. 


Carolyn Basler feels that everyone should be given the zoning rules when they come in or when they apply for a building permit.  Discussion followed.

He went out next Friday morning and the beach was a mess again.  Beer cans and bottles were thrown all over the beach from kids drinking.  Your teenagers are drinking heavy whether you know it or not here at the beach.  If you see a drinking party give me a call.  There is a problem here.


Favire said that the water testing readings have been extremely low.  The highest was a reading of 10.  There was a dead goose in the lake and Fred removed it.


Fisher read the summer camp report.  There were 47 children that enjoyed games, crafts and miscellaneous water activities. Thank you for a well run program.


Carter said that the stagnant water situation by the stone quarry has been taken care of by Dennison Twp.

UNFINISHED BUSINESS:


Bryon Killian from Entech said that he has Change Order #6 for $583.96 that deals with additional tie ins on the state road that were required.  These tie ins eliminated the need to bore resulting of a credit of $8750.00 for item #1; #2 was for a spare grinder pump; #3 was remobilization due to Deed of Easement procurement.  Net total of this change order was $583.96.


Also is requested approval for payment of Application #17 for $20,217.03 to Linde Enterprises.  For further review Bryon called Aqua for an account of how many completed applications have been done.  There are 211 picked up applications out of 228 homes.  Roughly 80% apps returned.  There are 4 minor items to be completed before next council meeting. I will be meeting with Aqua to finish the project and to request final payment.


George motioned to approve change order #6, 2nd Favire, roll call all in favor, none opposed, motion carried.


George motioned to approve Application #17 for $20,217.73 for payment to Linde Enterprises, 2nd by Carter, roll call all in favor, none opposed, motion carried.


George indicated that we need to appoint a Vice President and a road master.  George nominated Tom Carter as Vice-President and road master, no other nominations noted.

George motioned to appoint Tom Carter as Vice President of Council and road master, 2nd by Favire, roll call all in favor, none opposed, motion carried.

NEW BUSINESS:


It was noted that Augie Ciulla was councils representative to the Planning Commission, since his resignation we need to appoint someone else.  Sue asked for volunteers, none were forthcoming so George volunteered as being Councils representative to the Planning Commission.  There will be a Planning Commission meeting on August 17th at 7:00pm

Motion to adjourn the meeting was made by Carter, 2nd by Favire, all in favor, none opposed, motion carried.
