QUESTIONS:

George motioned to pass Ord. #8 of 2006 an ordinance re-enacting the real property transfer tax ordinance of the Borough of Penn Lake Park enacted March 11, 1976, for 2007 imposing a tax rate of one half of one percent upon transfer of titles of Real Estate, 2nd by Beckerman, roll call all in favor, none opposed, motion carried.
