QUESTIONS:


Betty McGarrigan asked for a clarification on what the sewer fees collected income was. I explained that the amount was what PA Aqua forwards to the Borough after collecting the monthly fees from the residents and deducts their operating and maintenance fees.


Barbara Fisher asked if Borton Lawson ever got back to the Borough on what can be done about the issue at the Pagoda with the debris etc… after they looked at it.  Carter replied that he heard from them about two weeks ago.  DEP needed more info on the DAM study.  He was out here last week doing some measurements of the outlet, so we haven’t received the report yet.  Barb also had a concern about Jim Jarick and how often he comes out.  Feels he is doing a good job however, she also felt that there are times he is here and perhaps he doesn’t really have to be, are we doing too much?  Carter stated that there really is a fine line between not enough and doing too much.  Last year at one point in time there was a problem with the school district where they felt we weren’t doing enough.  Maybe we leaned a little too far the other way now?  Discussion ensued.

CORRESPONDENCE:


Carter stated we received a request for a waiver of sewer fees from Blasé Mandzak on his lot located on Horseshoe Drive.  A letter was presented from the Army Corp of Engineers where they declared the lot as wetlands. All Council members were in favor of waiving the fees by a unanimous vote, due to the property being declared as wetlands by the Army Corp of Engineers, motion carried.  We will notify Aqua PA

COMMITTEE REPORTS:


Mayor Warner again reminded all residents that dogs are to be on a leash when taking the dog out.  They must be under your control at all times.  Discussion ensued.


Rosenstock stated that she submitted the playground grant to DECD.  Karen Boback, Lisa Baker and Congressman Kanjorski are all going to write letters in our favor for it.  We think it looks pretty good.  We are optimistic. We are looking at the land by the baseball/basketball field that already belongs to Penn Lake Borough.


Carter said that DEP needed more measurements so we are still waiting for the report on the DAM.


Favire received the application to spray the lake for the algae.  He is going to double check to make sure the chemicals won’t harm the fish.  They assured us last year that the chemicals are safe and wouldn’t bother the fish.  


Rosenstock said there was a DEP meeting here in February and they are going to be doing a study of the lake.  This is something the Association arranged.  They will be doing a study on the fish and plants and something was mentioned about the spraying.  An ecological study of the lake will be conducted.

Discussion ensued.


Zoning Officer Sally Horny said that she issued two contractors applications. Sent letters reminding contractors they need to renew their permits.  A call regarding Chris Lawson’s appeal.  Dave Long, owner of the RV said he would remove it when the ground gets drier.  Received calls regarding set backs on non-conforming lots, etc.
