George made a motion to pay the bills, 2nd by Favire, roll call, all in favor, none opposed, motion carried.


QUESTIONS:


Helen Favire indicated that there is a dangerous dock in the lake by her home.  The Goldsteins own it.  Zoning Officer Sally Horny will send a letter asking them to remove the dock.  Discussion ensued.


Evelyn Schwartz Lakeview Dr, commented that there is a Township that has a lawn and debris pickup the 2nd and last Monday of each month, doesn’t know who the hauler is but perhaps we would be able to get someone to do the same here at Penn Lake.  Perhaps it would cut down on the burning of leaves.  George said that if people would be interested in this it would have to be indicated as a specification when the bid goes out.  The large garbage removal was not bid this year and we will be looking to do it next year.  We would need to look at the total cost of it all but it is something to consider.  
Blasé Mandzak, Lakeview Drive, said that West Hazleton has JP Mascaro as their hauler and they are allowed to put out bulk items, including refrigerators & couches, every week for $220/yr.  West Hazleton is bigger than Penn Lake. Discussion followed.


Pat McElhenny questioned about the logging going on if there is a plan given to the Borough?  Rosenstock replied that it went before the Planning Commission and Luzerne County.  Permits are all in order.  Mr. McElhenny was concerned because there is an endangered plant in that area.  Mayor Warner indicated that the plant in question is on Wrights Creek up Hollenback Rd and not in the area they are logging.

UNFINISHED BUSINESS:


George stated that Tom asked Sue to remind everyone again if you have a dog please clean up after it.  Summer is here and people are out walking around and children are playing and its not pleasant to step in it or smell it.  George said that the placement of bags in dispensers around the lake was very expensive so please carry your own bags and remember to clean up after the pet.  Please pass the word and remind our neighbors.


George said that Sally has asked us to make sure to tell you that if you have a contractor doing work in your home please make sure they have a contractors permit.  

NEW BUSINESS:


George said a suggestion was made to purchase a new net for the tennis court.  Rosenstock said that a homeowner was donating a net but we do need basketball nets.  No idea of the cost.  Discussion ensued.  Rosenstock said we should know more what would be needed after Memorial Day.


George said that we received some bids for lawn maintenance.  We share that with the Association.  Bids from KS Lawn Service just for ballpark was $150 and Paragon was $100.  They will be cutting grass and maintaining areas at Community Bldg, beach areas, dam area and borough roads, ballpark area, & main entrance including clean up of clippings.  Overall, the bid from Paragon Total Home Maint. was cheaper than KS Lawn Service. George motioned to hire Paragon to do the service, 2nd by Favire, roll call, all in favor, none opposed, motion carried. 

CORRESPONDENCE:


COMMITTEE REPORTS:


Mayor Warner said he hasn’t had any real significant calls.

On May 19th, he is meeting with the engineer from Penn Dot regarding street limit signs and their placement so an ordinance can be drawn up and perhaps stop some of the speeding.


Fred Favire said he hasn’t started lake testing but DEP was here doing their initial checking.  Sue
said that DEP is conducting a study of the water, plant life and fish here at the lake and they will be checking this periodically.  Fred will do the first water test around Memorial Day.

Jill said that Rocco Casarella is a science teacher who is a resident here and is working with DEP.  He will keep us informed as to the progress.

Jill called regarding the Port of Potty.  It will be here next weekend for Memorial Day.  They are going to place had sanitizer in it this year.  It’s an extra $10 a month.

Summer camp is in July; Jill Casarella is doing it.  There are some changes; she is having it 3 days/week, Tuesday, Wednesday & Thursday.  

Jill said she has the blueprint for the playground if anyone wants to see it.  We will hear this month if we have the grant.  If we don’t get the grant we are already working on fundraisers.  The “WE” is a playground committee consisting of about 10 people.  For about $5000.00 we can get the surfacing and swing-set.  We are fairly confident that by July/August there will be something in the recreation area.  


Jill also was asked to mention by the Planning Commission that the community survey that went out has been tabulated and we will be placing it on spreadsheets this week.  We had 82 responses, which is about 28% of the community, which is a very good rate of return.  Usually they only get between 17 and 22 percent.  Information will be used for the comprehensive plan.  Really good replies.  May 23rd, Saturday there will be a public meeting to announce the results, at 1:00 at the Community House.  They will also be posted on the website. Anyone still wishing to return the survey can do so until tomorrow night, and then the information will be entered into the computer.


George said that we are getting signs, reflective markers for the bridge.  Discussion ensued on the correct way of placing them.


Sally Horny said she issued 2 contractor applications, James Brady and Coopers Tree Service, and one zoning permit to Robert Olszewski.


Motion to adjourn the meeting was made by George, 2nd by Favire, all in favor, none opposed, motion carried.
