Carter made a motion to pay the bills, 2nd by Favire, roll call, Favire, Carter & Rosenstock in favor, George abstained, motion carried.


UNFINISHED BUSIINESS:


Carter stated that it’s no longer true that we need a Secretary/Treasurer and a council member.  Teresa will stay on as treasurer and Margo Beckerman will be secretary and filled in all the council positions with the election.

We still have recycling containers available for $5/each.

In June there was a request to replace a drainage pipe on Hollenback. The mayor and I looked at it and it was in real bad shape. We got a bid on it that was a reasonable amount.  Bulls Eye Construction did the work.  The other prices we got were relatively the same.  

There are issues/concerns about other drainage problems around the lake.  One that could be a hazard is in front of Augie Ciullas.  The road sank and there is a puddle there every year.  It is dangerous with the ice buildup in the winter.  

We received three bids for repairing by Wrights Creek by Augies home – Williams Dr drainage – & drainage pipes that collapsed; Chris Herbener Trucking & Excavating for $4250.00; Bulls Eye Construction for $7003.00; and Fred Sheaman III for $4395.00 (he missed some of the drainage pipes in his quote), so the lowest is Chris Herbener Trucking from Freeland. Work will be to replace the 12” pipes that are collapsing, put a U-drain by Augies and fix the swale on Woodland Dr.  

Carter made a motion to accept the lower bid from Chris Herbener for $4250.00, 2nd by George, roll call all in favor, none opposed, motion carried.  

Rosenstock asked if the Mayor could get a price from him to repair the issue on Lakeview Dr by Fishers.  Mayor Warner said he needs to see what the issue is, no one has showed him what the problem is over there.


Carter said the speed limit signs came and where at a lower price than what was quoted in the summer.  Prices must have come down in the fall.  We will be able to put the signs up now since the hardware is here.  

PA Aqua rate increase will be going into effect in January.  Our sewer bill will increase by $9.00 so it will be $79.00/mo.   

QUESTIONS:


 A brief discussion ensued about Aqua PA increasing their rates and how the consumers are notified of this increase.  Carter stated that per our agreement we will not pay more than any other municipality for the sewer fee, does not apply to the debt fee.  PUC gave PA Aqua the approval.  Atty McCormick commented that his understanding is that sewer rate increase does not need an individual notice such as a water increase does.  Municipality does get a notification. Discussion ensued.

CORRESPONDENCE:


Carter said the last thing we were waiting for the dam was a stability analysis.  There were 3 things DEP required, a flow study, a maximum capacity and a stability analysis.  Borton Lawson did two of the requirements.  The company they recommended to do the Stability Analysis is Geotech.  They sent us a price to do this study of $10869.09.  George asked if we need to get other bids, Atty McCormick replied they are professional services so no other bids required.  Carter said that this is work that has to be done because DEP requires it and it won’t be done until next year.  After this analysis is done they will come back and tell us what needs to be done with the dam.  Discussion ensued about budget allocations.  

Carter made a motion to accept the bid from Geotech to do the stability analysis on the dam, 2nd by George, roll call all in favor, none opposed motion carried.

Carter said we received a letter of resignation from Irma Reimold from the Zoning Hearing Board.  Carter made a motion to accept the resignation, George regretfully 2nd the motion, roll call all in favor, none opposed motion carried.  

If anyone wants to serve on the zoning hearing board or the planning commission please get in touch with us.  We have openings and need the positions to be filled.  


Carter said we received the application from Luzerne County Community Development for the block grant funds eligibility in 2010.  George made a motion we complete and submit the application for Community Development funds for 2010, 2nd by Carter, all in favor, none opposed, motion carried.

COMMITTEE REPORTS:


Mayor Warner said on October 15th he posted all the signs for the zoning request.  One call regarding a noise and referred them to the zoning officer.  Discussion ensued.


George stated all the road issues were discussed.  Wanted to say she will be doing the census stuff.  


Rosenstock said the swing set is finally up on Terrace Dr.  We still need some work to be done in spreading the mulch but the swing set is there and is usable.  We hope to get some more money next year.  We want to put in a sliding board and a little jumpy thing.  We want to thank Kerry and Rocco Casarella; we couldn’t have done it without them.


Carter stated he missed two items under correspondence received.  A letter was received from the Maryland Southerland Kirby Library seeking a donation of $200.  Discussion ensued.

George motioned to give a $200.00 donation to the Kirby Library, 2nd Rosenstock, roll call all in favor, none opposed, motion carried.

The other correspondence was from the WH Ambulance Association.  In the past Penn Lake Borough has allocated $1000.00 to the Ambulance Assoc. to help defray the cost of the Workmen’s Comp insurance.  George motioned we donate $1000.00 to the White Haven Ambulance to defray their cost of the workers compensation insurance for 2010, 2nd by Carter, roll call all in favor, none opposed, motion carried.

NEW BUSINESS:


Carter said in the past we have had some discussion about police protection and what was best for the community going forward and that the coverage we have now is contacting the state police.  Carter spoke with the White Haven mayor; they share police protection with Dennison Twp just to get the ball rolling.  The next step would be for a rep from Council to sit down w/WH police, let them know what our needs would be what we want.  We’ve discussed this about 5/10 years ago and some things have changed at the lake since then.  Feels it would be a good idea for the police to come in once or twice a day.  We’ve seen some outsiders doing some things they shouldn’t be doing, its not all Penn Lake residents here anymore.  George feels it’s a good idea to start discussions on this especially since the state is suggesting that people who don’t have any police protection contribute a fee.  Carter said that there is a bill in the house, House Bill 1500, that will charge a municipality a fee per resident for state police protection when you rely solely on state police for your protection.  It could end up being cheaper having WH police.  The bill states a fee to be charged on each resident of $52 the first year, $104 the second and $156 the third year.  Discussion ensued.  The mayor will meet with White Haven to get some more info.


Carter said we received two bids for snowplowing for 2010.

James Jarick who has been servicing us for the past few years; $70/hr plowing, salting/cindering; $48/yd salt and cinders mix; and $82.55/yd for extra salt.  2) Chris Herbener Trucking & Excavating - $60/hr for snowplowing; Snow removal $105/hr; truck w/spreader salt/anti skid-$78/ton; truck w/spreader for salt $85/ton.  One bid is for a yd and the other is for a ton.  Jim Jarick guarantees we would be the first plowed out, don’t know if the other bidder is aware of this requirement.  We need to find out the comparison of yards and tons and also the guarantee for the first priority plowing to be done before the 1st run of the busses.  Guess we cannot accept the bid at this time.  Discussion ensued.


Atty McCormick read the 1st reading of the 2010 budget.  
Motion to accept the 1st reading of the 2010 budget was made by George, 2nd by Favire, roll call all in favor, none opposed motion carried.


Bids for garbage collection for 2010 were as follow:

a. $47,100.00 Trash & Recycling pickup

b. $48,204.00 including a 1 time bulk pickup

3) Kreitzer Sanitation

a. $43,860.00
Trash & Recycling pickup

b. $44,640.00 including a 1 time bulk pickup

4) Got Trash

a. $46,224.00 Trash & Recycling pickup

b. $47,248.50 including a 1 time bulk pickup


A motion to accept the lowest bid from Kreitzer Sanitation for the Trash, recycling and 1 large bulk pickup for $44,640.00 was made by Carter, 2nd by George, roll call all in favor, none opposed, motion carried.

QUESTIONS:


A resident asked if there were any plans to repair Terrace Dr toward Hollenback.  Carter agreed that there are potholes that need to be filled.  He will get a hold of someone to do some potholes filled/repaired.  Discussion ensued.

Carter made a motion to approve $2000.00 to repair the potholes, 2nd by Rosenstock, roll call all in favor, none opposed, motion carried.


Motion to adjourn the meeting was made by Carter, 2nd by George, all in favor, none opposed, motion carried.


Meeting adjourned.
