Carter made a motion to pay the bills, 2nd by Favire, roll call, Favire, Carter & Rosenstock in favor, George abstained, motion carried.


UNFINISHED BUSIINESS:


Carter stated that the drainage work in front of Augies was done. Still a couple of things that need to be touched up but it turned out pretty good. We replaced the 3 additional pipes under the road on Horseshoe Dr that were caving in.  In all 4 pipes were replaced.

Chris Herbener did some pothole patching on Terrace Dr today.

Wanted to thank Mayor Warner for installing all the speed limit signs.  It was a significant amount of work and it looks really good, thank you.

We spoke about checking the drainage in front of Barbs house but since we talked about it we haven’t had any rain.  Will keep an out on it.

The proposal from Geo Science for the dam stability analysis was signed and returned to them. The cost of $10860.00 was approved prior.  

The snowplow bids was left open from last meeting because the bids that came in were 1 in tons and 1 in square yards. One bid was from James Jarick for $70/hr for plowing and 1 for Chris Herbener for $60/hr.  Chris is the person that just did the drainage work.  James Jarick bid was $48/cu yd for salt/cinder mix and $82.55/cu yd for extra salt.  Chris Herbener bid was $62/cu yd for salt/antiskid and $74/yd for salt.  Discussion followed.  Both Chris Herbener and James Jarick say in their bid that they will plow us first and before the school busses come.  Mayor Warner commented that antiskid can be either a mixture w/molasses or the grinded red stuff from the pit doesn’t know which would be used.

Carter made a motion we accept the bid from Chris Herbener for snow plowing/cindering for 2010, 2nd by Rosenstock, roll call Favire- yes; Carter-yes; George-no; Rosenstock-yes, motion carried.  

RES. #2 of 2009 accepting the bid for snowplowing from Chris Herbener for 2010.

The 2010 budget was read.

Carter made a motion to pass Res. # 3 of 2009 accepting the 2nd and final reading of the 2010 budget for Penn Lake Park Borough, 2nd by George, roll call all in favor none opposed.

RES. #3 of 2009 accepting the budget for 2010 for Penn Lake Park Borough as read.

QUESTIONS:


 Barbara Fisher wanted to thank Tom Carter Jr & Sr for repairing the screen door to the Community Building.

Brief discussion ensued about the estimated taxes to be collected that were referenced in the budget. George said that if the taxes were raised a little at a time we wouldn’t feel it as bad as if we raised them in 1 large amount.  

CORRESPONDENCE:


Carter said he received flood insurance rate maps that were sent out by FEMA.  Basically they do an analysis every 10 years for the flood potential for a 100-year flood.  They use that number throughout the county to set flood insurance rates. Called Borton Lawson for them to look at it.  Map of Boro showing what would be affected if a 100-year flood occurred.

Carter said he received a proposal from Borton Lawson for the annual Dam inspection.  The amount is not to exceed $1200.00.  It’s about the same as last year.

Carter made a motion to accept Borton Lawson’s proposal for $1200 to do the annual dam inspection, 2nd by George, roll call all in favor, none opposed motion carried.

RES. #4 of 2009 to accept the proposal from Borton Lawson to do the dam inspection for $1200.00.

 
George stated that she continues to receive information on the census, completes what they request and they just keep sending more.  Discussion followed. Sue said she will keep everyone informed and will continue with completing the info requested if the new council members want her to.


Carter said he received a letter from 1088 Lakeview Dr, regarding another drainage issue.  We haven’t had any rain lately so we will continue to monitor the areas in question.

Also received a letter of resignation from our zoning officer Sally Horny, effective 12/31/09.  Sue wanted to say that Sally came into a difficult situation and did a fine job in trying to make sure everything was filed properly.  Thank you Sally for a job well done.  Tom added that Sally took the job 2 ½ yrs ago when nobody wanted it and you inherited several issues that you took on and you did an excellent job.  

Carter made a motion to accept the resignation from Sally Horny as of 12/31/2009, 2nd by Favire, roll call all in favor, none opposed, motion carried.

COMMITTEE REPORTS:


Mayor Warner said he received 1 call from a resident that someone was distributing papers and placing them in the doors.  Wasn’t able to find the person responsible but stopped at a home to check on it and the pamphlet in the door was Watchtower.  Discussion ensued about the laws regulating solicitation and freedom of speech.  

Mrs. McGarrigan was concerned about the pamphlets being left in the doors and when they went unclaimed it would be obvious that noone was at the home and could be a target for burglary or vandalism.


Sally Horny said there were 3 zoning permits issued, Josie Sorrano($25.00), Rich Pollard($100.00), Mike Fisher($25.00) & Bill & Paula Graves($25.00), a sewer hookup ($11300)1 reverse subdivision($150.00), total income received is $11625.00.  We will add this to today’s receipts.

NEW BUSINESS:


Carter said the Pollard minor subdivision is combining two lots into 1 and building a home in the middle of it.  All is in order. The Planning Commissions recommendation was to accept it pending the notarized copies of the plans, which are here.  We have everything that is required.  

Carter made a motion we accept the Pollard reverse subdivision, 2nd by Rosenstock, roll call all in favor, none opposed, motion carried.


Carter said we need to set the garbage collection fees per homeowner for 2010.  

Carter motioned to pass RES. #5 of 2009 setting the garbage collection fees per homeowner for 2010 at $195.00 per year,

2nd by George, roll call all in favor none opposed, motion carried.

RES. #5 of 2009 setting the garbage collection fee for 2010 to be $195.00/per homeowner per year.

Carter motioned to pass RES. 6 of 2009 setting the reorganization meeting to be Monday, January 4th, 2010 at 7:00pm at the Community House, 2nd by Favire, roll call all in favor, none opposed, motion carried.

RES. # 6 of 2009 setting the reorganization meeting to be Monday January 4th, 2010 at 7:00pm at the Penn Lake Park Community House.


Carter motioned to adopt the Bi-County Hazard Mitigation plan for the counties of Lackawanna & Luzerne.  This will allow the Borough to be eligible to receive certain Federal disaster assistance if needed, 2nd George, roll call all in favor, none opposed, motion carried.

RES. #7 of 2009 adopting the Luzerne & Lackawanna County Bi County Hazard Mitigation Plan.


Carter said that the tax millage of .4 mills for general purposes has not changed from last year and an ordinance needs to be adopted.  Carter motioned to pass Ord #1 of 2009 adopting the same tax millage for general purposes of 0.4 mills for 2010 for the Borough of Penn Lake Park, 2nd by Favire, roll call all in favor, none opposed, motion carried.

ORD #1 of 2009 adopting a tax millage of 0.4 mills for general purposes for 2010 for Penn Lake Park Borough.


Motion to adjourn the meeting was made by Carter, 2nd by George, all in favor, none opposed, motion carried.
