A motion was made by Fritz, 2nd by Kile to advertise for Garbage collection, all ayes, none opposed, motion carried.

It was reported that the Federal Emergency Plan needs to be updated with new contact information, the Mayor will update.

The 911 center called to recheck exactly what homes are on N. Hollenback.  That list was updated with them.  Again everyone is reminded to mark your address clearly and visible from the Road for the fastest emergency response.

Reminder that all ordinances are available for viewing at www.pennlake.org click on Penn Lake Borough and follows instructions.

QUESTIONS AND/OR COMMENTS:

A resident requested that Council look into any underground oil tanks in residential districts.  The resident feels that this could potentially become a dangerous situation.  It was suggested Council get some type of seller disclosure from properties being sold. Such as done with sellers and realtors. Council will discuss with Attorney Karpowich. 

A question regarding garbage was raised as to if yard waste was to be included.  The contract last year did not include due to the expense of it.  The question was asked if the burning ordinance had changed; reply being that some new toxic materials were banned.

A resident asked how sewers might be handled if lots and/or plots of land were sold.  This issue would be addressed at the time of closing.  Lots if already on sewer line would of course be hooked on.  If not previsions would be made with the seller and/or developer.  The lots deemed as sold are actually property being withheld by the owner.

The White Haven Fire chief has requested that the road to the Lake (@ pagoda and near the Cullen home) be cleared.  After much discussion it was decided that Kile and Fritz would meet with the Fire Co to discuss all options. It was also noted that there is a cement pit outside the pump house, which may be able to be used in case of a fire.
